Item 1: Call to Order

· Members were welcomed, introductions, and Elizabeth read the Guidelines for Conduct of Meeting. During introductions Rick stated that Paula will be the interim co-chair, replacing Jackie Baldwin whose last meeting was February 2015.
· Peggy motioned to approve the February 5th minutes and Joanne seconded. The minutes were reviewed with the following correction:
· Page 2 Item 2. The second full paragraph, beginning with “The issue that generated…” through the rest of Item 2 will be moved to Item 5.
Minutes were approved as amended. Rick abstained.

· The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday April 2, 2015, 9:30pm-2:00pm at Goodwill Industries of Southern Wisconsin. This will be a joint meeting with the Legislative & Policy Committee.
· Announcements:
· Disability Day is March 17th and 300 people have registered so far. It is a free event and is at the Monona Terrace. Changes in IRIS and Family Care (adult waivers) are at the forefront.
· Empowerment Day is April 13-14th. The cost is $30.
· Action on the Hill Day is April 23rd. The cost is $10. 
· Paula stated that she would send a link to all 3 events.
· No public comment

Item 2: Office of Children’s Mental Health (OCMH)

Elizabeth discussed the Stress and Early Brain Growth document. There were 3 different versions of the document that has the same information in it but different children are represented.

Elizabeth also shared  a sheet describing the collaboration activities  between the departments.   This document is updated every 2 months.

Snezana pointed out that the gifted brain is not being recognized in the discussion regarding trauma.  There are children born with biological factors and experienced no trauma.  As those children grow, they see the difference between themselves and others.  If it is recognized early on; therapy can work especially when they are young. When they are 18 they are not as responsive. When children are in residential treatment and going back to school, there should be resources to help with the transition.

Collective Impact continues with a meeting scheduled for tomorrow. The group has to prioritize goals and develop work groups and tasks. Disproportionality may be one of the initial areas to be addressed. This is an area in which all agencies/ stakeholders can work on the topic.

Cross system discussion regarding high numbers of psychiatric hospitalizations continues. This discussion is leading to the cause of hospitalization.

ACE (Adverse Childhood Experiences) interface can only be used until 2017, with the $60,000 investment made by Children’s Trust Fund and SaintA’s. Parent peer specialists and others can be trained in the curriculum. Wisconsin could possibly adopt a training curriculum. We could possibly look at merging Trauma Informed Care (TIC) and ACE training.  

Item 3: Special Needs Vouchers

As noted during the February meeting, Joanne reiterated that Special Needs Vouchers are not included in the governor’s budget. Joanne did state that there was a promise from legislators that this topic would be introduced this session. No new update.

Item 4: Motion re: OCMH Affiliation (Feb. meeting)

The proposed budget includes moving OCMH under the supervision of Department of Health Services (DHS), rather than the governor’s office. The purpose of OCMH was to bring together 4 state agencies, including DHS, Department of Children and Families, Department of Public Instruction, and Department of Corrections.

Joanne made a motion that the CYC’s position regarding OCMH  be communicated to the Governor and the Joint Finance Committee. Peggy seconded the motion. No discussion. Yea: 3. Opposed: 0. Abstained: Peggy and Elizabeth. The motion passes.

Rick will draft a letter, share it with Paula next week, then share it with Legislative & Policy Committee at their next meeting and with the Council on March 18th.

Item 5: Legislative & Policy Committee Update

Committee members reviewed the Bills of Interest document. In reviewing the document, for those items that are in the budget, members will note each item as:
· Watch
· Act/Discuss more/Ask questions
· Discard
Watch: DPI #4 Per pupil aid:  Funding the schools had been counting on. A decrease of $150 per student. 
Watch: DPI #5 Parental Choice programs:  This budget proposes to remove the limits. Do not have to abide by DPI and do not have to meet the needs of children with disabilities. This is similar to special needs vouchers for private schools.   
Watch: DPI # 6 Independent Charter School Oversight Board:  Currently in Milwaukee.
Discard: DPI # 6 (2) Process for Pupils to attend independent charter school
Discussion: DPI #7 Accountability Measures and increase funding for assessments

Watch: DHS #22 Dental pilot program
Discussion: DHS #25 Creating Children’s COP program
Act: DHS #27 Move authority for OMCH Director appointment from Governor to DHS leadership
Watch: DHS #30 Re-direction of funds from school-based services that exceed $42.2k to Medicaid trust fund
Watch: DHS #32 Consolidating and aligning MH funding

Act: DCF #10 Fostering Futures
Act/Watch: DCF #16 Out-of-home care (foster care) for youth

Watch: DOC #15 Transferring admin and funds from DOC to DCF on certain programs	
Act/Watch: DOC #16 Daily rates for juvenile correctional facilities
	
Members decided to address 2 of the items marked ACT (DCF #10 and DHS #25). The committee already made a motion for DHS #27.

Joanne made a motion that the CYC recommends the Council support Fostering Futures item in the state budget and the Council communicate this support to the Joint Finance Committee. Paula seconded the motion. No discussion. Yea: 3. Opposed: 0. Abstained:  Peggy and Elizabeth. The motion passes.

Joanne made a motion that CYC requests the Council to communicate with the Joint Finance Committee to request that the following changes be made to the proposed children’s COP program:
1. Must reflect the values and philosophy of the current Family Support Program;
2. Keep the focus on supporting the entire family, not just the child with disabilities;
3. Maintain the current flexibility and choice of supports to meet the needs of the diverse families and;
4. Preserve current program funding for the purpose of Family Support.
Rick seconded the motion. No discussion. Yea: 3. Opposed: 0. Abstained: Peggy and Elizabeth. The motion passes.

Item 6: Interim Co-Chair

Rick again noted that Paula is the interim co-chair. It would be helpful to have an organized process for succession of co-chairs and to inform new members of the process.

Item 7: CYC Orientation Resource and Membership

There are currently no written guidelines for succession of co-chair or orientation resources. It would be helpful if there was an organized process for orientation. Items that could be included in this orientation process include:
· Defined mission of CYC and the WCMH
· Brief history of CYC and the WCMH
· Significant successes of CYC and the WCMH
· Block grant information
· Overview of Mental health data
· Catalogue of data available
· Timelines regarding the state budget and how it fits within this committee
· Description of the Departments involved with mental health
· Role of the Bureau (Bureau of Prevention Treatment and Recovery)
· How can committee members mentor new people? Need to develop a plan for this.
Melanie Foxcroft, a former staff member to the council, had an orientation binder. This could be helpful. Karen stated that this topic was discussed at the Division staff meeting and that all agreed this would be helpful. Ryan Stachoviak stated he will address this issue further and will begin with adding resources to the webpage and at some point perhaps including webinars.

Regarding membership it was noted that outreach is necessary and Rick stated that he would do some of this over the next month. CYC should also review membership at an upcoming meeting. Support for consumer and families is very important due to the considerable expense for participation.

Item 8: CYC Strategic Planning

The need to do some strategic planning was identified and it was suggested we need to commit to at least a 6 hour day. The June 4th meeting was suggested and for those members present, this day seemed to work. Paula will create a doodle poll for members to say yes or no for this particular date. A facilitator who is not a member of the committee would also be helpful.

Item 9: Future Agenda Items

The next meeting with be a joint meeting with Legislative & Policy Committee. Members are asked to send suggested agenda items to Rick and Paula 2 Wednesdays before the meeting.

A future agenda item includes having Hank Weisse, from Injury Prevention area of Maternal Child Health, speak to the group about opiates and opiate treatment.

Item 10: Adjourn

Elizabeth motioned to adjourn. Rick seconded. Meeting adjourned.
