Item 1: Call to Order

· Members were welcomed, introductions, and Bonnie read the Guidelines for Conduct of Meeting. 
· Paula motioned to approve the March 5th minutes and Joanne seconded. The minutes were reviewed with the following correction:
· Page 2, Paragraph that begins with “ACE” the 2nd sentence should read “Parent peer specialists and others can be trained in the curriculum.”
· Page 2, Item 3, the 2nd sentence should read “Joanne did state that there was a promise from legislators that this topic would be introduced this session.”
· Page 4, Item 9, the 2nd paragraph, Hank’s last name (Weisse) and his job (Injury Prevention area in Maternal Child Health) should be added.
Minutes were approved as amended with 3 people who abstained.

· The next meeting is scheduled for Thursday May 7, 2015, 12:30pm-3:30pm but this is also the day of the Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day. This is an agenda item for discussion in today’s meeting.
· Announcements:
· May 7th is Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day in Madison. Voting for the Poster is currently going on. Karen will send the link to the posters and voting.
· Peggy noted that there is an LTE position available in opiod treatment. She will forward the link to committee members.
· Kathryn noted that DPI will be holding hearings tomorrow afternoon regarding changes to the administrative rule for cognitive disability and significant developmental delays. There are minimal rule changes. Testimony will go through April 10th at GEF Building 3, 3-5pm.
· No public comment

Item 2: Strategic Plan Preparation

Rick began the conversation by stating the need to develop a list of children’s mental health priorities and doing a quick review of all the documents sent to committee members prior to the meeting regarding strategic planning. The group is looking to incorporate, or at least consider, goals from the Mental Health Block Grant. The 1st draft of this grant is due mid to late June and will be sent to committees to review and develop recommendations before that time. The grant must be submitted by September 1st. There was also discussion about the Needs Assessment, which is to be sent to the Council by May 1st. This assessment will be less narrative and include more tables, graphs, and interpretation. It is requested that Mike Quirke, Laura Blakeslee, Tim Connor, or Kate McCoy, or a combination of them, attend the May meeting to answer questions as the Needs Assessment relates to children’s mental health.

The group also talked about strategic plans of bureaus and state departments that may factor in developing priorities. It was noted that DPI, on their website, has a document about closing the achievement gap, children’s mental health, and relationships that could be useful. Paula will send out the link for this. Bonnie will see what she can find out for Department of Children and Families and send information to Karen. Rick will investigate Birth To 3, Kim will pull together information for Office of Children’s Mental Health including their collective impact goals and recommendations from their annual report. Peggy will check with Division of Public Health.

At this point Ryan described the Block Grant process. He began by saying that this committee advises the Council and the Council advises the Division of Mental Health and Substance Abuse Services. The current process for the Block Grant will be for the federal year 2016-2017. Ryan noted that 1/4 to 1/3 of the block is for children. This does not include the Substance Abuse Block Grant. Per WI statutes,
$1.4 million is set aside for CST and $500,000 is set aside for Technical Assistance.

As for next steps in the strategic planning process, Kim described 4 ways in which the group could decide to prioritize goals:
1. Pick the top 6
2. Pick based on high impact/low impact and high/low cost. Perhaps this can be done on a grid.
3. Look at the current efforts and based on success decide from there.
4. Look at the biggest gaps.
The plan is to be prepared by the June meeting with a list of priorities, perhaps of 20 priorities, then committee members could choose the top 6. Other priorities could include those goals from the last strategic plan that have not been addressed yet. Rick stated that he would update the goals and progress on the goals in the current strategic plan should be updated by the May meeting. Prior to the May meeting, committee members should send their priorities to Karen, who will develop a tracking sheet. Members should include supporting information as well as the specific goal/priority they have. Karen will then send the document out weekly so that people can see what is on the list.



Item 3: May Meeting Date/Time Change

The next meeting, scheduled for May 7th, occurs at the same time as the Children’s Mental Health Awareness Day activities and many members will be participating in the activities and many others want to attend. There was discussion about changing the date to May 6th or the 13th. Paula will create a doodle poll with options as there are a few committee members not in attendance. Paula will send the link for the doodle poll to Karen who will send it to all committee members.

Item 4: Membership/Council and CYC Bylaws & Procedures

Regarding membership, historically there has been a parent as a co-chair and half of the committee members should be parents or people with lived experience. Paula explained the rationale and the process for how the Legislative and Policy Committee. Paula also explained that committee members are appointed by the chair of the Council. People can also ask the co-chairs of committees to be members, then the co-chairs then would make the request to the Council Chair.

Members discussed the need to define membership and thought perhaps it would be helpful to draft a letter that could be sent to parents and youth to join the committee. It was noted that there is a list of parents that has been sent to the governor’s office to be approved for the Council. Perhaps these parents could be recruited for CYC. In statute, the required seats must include:
· Social Services
· Criminal Justice
· Housing
· Mental Health
· Education
The Council has a requirement that 51% of its members cannot be state staff nor providers. This could be an option for CYC as well.
 
It was also noted that if a committee member was in need of an interpreter, it would be the responsibility of the division to provide an interpreter. Rick and Paula will work on putting together a draft document for the committee to review.

Paula made a motion to adjourn. Bonnie second the motion. All in favor.

Item 1: Call To Order

Welcome and introductions

Item 2: Data Presentation

R. Immler provided a data presentation to the group providing an overview of service use and funding of Wisconsin in comparison to other states. R. Immler stated that the CCS expansion should have a large positive impact on the state. It is often difficult for counties to bill Medicaid, but given that CCS is a regional effort the group expertise could improve Medicaid billing.  

K. Bush stated that schools may submit claims to Medicaid for “school based services,” which are services provided to Medicaid-eligible students whose Individualized Educational Plans call for related services in the area of mental health. There is interest in school based mental health, and Medicaid billing may be an avenue for enhanced mental health services in the school. There was recently a memo from the federal government that there is an end to the free care rule. This rule made it so that Medicaid will only fund services for students with an IEP. With the end of this rule there may actually be some discussions regarding how schools may be expanding services and attempting to receive Medicaid reimbursement. This would allow for a broadening of services via Medicaid, as a payer of last resort. K. Bush will keep the group updated regarding this issue.  

Item 3: Legislative Budget Updates

Feedback on Joint Finance Committee Hearings

B. Beckert stated that she was thankful for the people who spoke out at the hearings. There did not seem to be a lot of awareness regarding the emergency detention issues and the impact of the Badger Care changes. J. Juhnke stated that the two minute time limit was strictly enforced and it was easy for mental health issues to get lost among the various issues and topics. P. Buege stated that it appeared that the Family Care IRIS issues received a good amount of comment. S. Gross stated that Survival Coalition had advocacy day and there was certainly a lot of awareness among legislators regarding the Family Care changes and the concerns many have presented regarding those changes. M. Bachhuber stated that there were certain topics such as Long-term Care and the University of Wisconsin which dwarfed the other testimony. J. Odulana stated that he attended one of the listening sessions.  Many people did raise issues regarding Mental Health; however, the University of Wisconsin budget did dominate the issues.

S. Gross informed the Committee that the Council approved the budget positions which the committees developed at last Council meeting. These recommendations were approved with minimal change and provided to members of the Joint Committee on Finance. W. Parke-Sutherland stated that it is hoped that legislators or members of their staff will attend the luncheon for Empowerment Days on April 14th. S. Gross will make calls tomorrow to try to make appointments with Legislators.


Item 4: Assembly Mental Health Committee

E. Hudson stated that on April 21st at 10am there will be another meeting of the Assembly Mental Health Committee. There will be representatives in attendance from the Office of Children’s Mental Health, the Department of Corrections, and Department of Veterans Affairs. S. Gross stated that there will be public testimony, but the time will be limited. W. Parke-Sutherland stated that Suzette Urbashich from Rogers InHealth is hoping to present at April 21st meeting as well. J. Juhnke stated that was working to present on behalf of Wisconsin Family Ties. S. Gross stated that he heard that the psychiatrist shortage in the state is something that Representative Tittl is working on addressing.  

S. Gross stated that the Speaker formed this committee because of the positive experience and outcomes with the Speaker’s Taskforce last session. This year the taskforce was reformed as a committee to continue to look at what might be needed to support mental health services in the state. The taskforce previously had money set aside in the budget, but it is not known if that is the same circumstance this time.  

Department of Health Services (DHS) Meeting

W. Parke-Sutherland stated that a group of members of the Legislative and Policy Committee (LPC) have been meeting monthly with the DHS Secretary’s Office for roughly four years. This group had been meeting with Deputy Secretary Kevin Moore. Now that Mr. Moore is serving in a different position the group is now meeting with Assistant Deputy Secretary Laura Riske. The group recently met with Ms. Riske for a meet and greet. The typical group which meets with the Secretary’s Office is W. Parke-Sutherland, P. Buege, J. Juhnke, S. Gross, A. Potvin, M. Bachhuber, and M. Strittmater or M. Lappen from the Wisconsin County Health Services Association (WCHSA). Each meeting is guided by an agenda. The group has discussed wanting to talk about the State Innovation Model (SIM) Grant, the behavioral health workgroup, Children’s COP, and emergency detention language with Ms. Riske as upcoming meetings.
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
